TOURNAMENT INFORMATION:
1. Sanction: This tournament has been sanctioned by the National Federation and will be conducted in accordance with the rules and regulations of the South Dakota High School Activities Association.
2. Award Presentation: Medals will be awarded for places 1-8 in each weight class. T-Shirts will be presented to the Weight Class Champion and Championship Team. Immediately following the championship match in each division, please have the eight place winners report to the awards stand for the presentation of medals and pictures.  PLEASE HAVE THE PLACE WINNERS REMAIN DRESSED IN UNIFORM FOR PICTURES.
3. Entry Information: Entries are Due No Later than 9:00 p.m. (MST) on Wednesday December 5, 2018. All entries for the tournament must be entered ONLINE. Please go to the following website to enter: www.TrackWrestling.com. Each School’s USERNAME and PASSWORD will be e-mailed to the head coach. Entries to the Tournament will NOT be accepted any other way then ONLINE. Following the Entry Deadline, coaches will have until 11:59 p.m. on Thursday December 6 to enter in Head to Head Competition.
Additional Wrestlers: We will allow schools to enter additional wrestlers in each weight class only where space is available. Please enter only those additional wrestlers per weight class that you feel will be competitive in the tournament. When you are entering your extra wrestlers, using the option in Track Wrestling please designate them as a NON scoring wrestler. This will designate them as your extra wrestler. You will be notified via e-mail if the additional wrestlers you submitted are in the tournament prior to your practice on Thursday December 7. THERE WILL BE NO MORE THAN TWO WRESTERS PER SCHOOL ENTERED IN A WEIGHT CLASS!

Weigh In Sheets: Please enter your weigh in sheets into Track Wrestling, along with an email to Jared Vasquez & Jordan Bauer BY 7:30 AM on Friday Morning! Email: RCAS.Activities@k12.sd.us
Seeding: There will be no movement of wrestlers between weight classes. If necessary, a reseed of the top eight (8) seeds will take place after drops and wrestlers not making weight have been determined.
4. Tournament Format: The Tournament will be wrestled on Ten (10) Mats on Friday, Eight (8) Mats on Saturday.
SECOND CHANCE DUALS: PLEASE NOTE: To encourage teams to submit FULL LINE UPS, all wrestlers who wrestled three matches or less on Friday will be placed in the Second Chance Duals on Saturday morning. The Second Chance Duals will begin at 8:00 a.m. and will be wrestled on Eight (8) Mats. Wrestlers will need to make weight on Saturday morning to participate in the additional competition. It will be up to the coaches to enter wrestlers into the second chance duals. Additional information regarding these matches will be provided at the Coaches Meeting at 1:15 p.m. on Friday afternoon.
5. Locker Room Assignments: Locker Rooms B, C, E and F will be available to wrestlers throughout the tournament. Please Note: Locker rooms will be available but not monitored or locked.  It is recommended that all valuables be collected by the coach or a student manager for safe keeping.
6. ADMISSION:  General admission will be $15.00 a day for adults and $10.00 a day for students (K-12).  Tournament passes will be available at the door for $25.00 for adults and $15.00 for students (K-12). Box Office will open at 10:00 a.m. on Friday and at 7:00 a.m. on Saturday. Tickets will also be available online at www.gotmine.com as well at the box office beginning on November 26, 2018. Spectator doors open Friday 1:00 pm; Saturday 7:30 am.
