WRESTLING FORMAT
This tournament will consist of three to four rounds, depending on bracket size, in round robin format wrestled on "seven" mats.  Each lettered bracket will be assigned to a specific mat and will wrestle to completion on assigned mat.
REMINDER:  We will be using Track Wrestling for our format.  Head Coaches will be sent an email from Track Wrestling, ALL coaches must complete rosters and wrestlers’ ranking information. Please make sure to do this in the time frame that is allowed and report the wrestlers’ ability level accordingly.  Any team that does not enter their respective lineup in at the allotted time slot, will NOT be entered in the brackets.  NO EXCEPTIONS!  This is necessary in order to start and complete the tournament on time.

COACHES: When your teams get loaded onto school buses and head to weigh ins, please contact Coach Hull and notify him of any scratches.  This will help speed up the bracket building process.
